the age of 17, he left his native village and made his way to Moscow. In Moscow, he entered the Slavonic-Greek-Latin 

Academy. Lomonosov didn`t finish his last grade, as he was sent with eleven other pupils to St. Petersburg to study at the 

Academy of Sciences.  

Less than a year after he came to Petersburg Lomonosov was sent abroad to study metallurgy and mining. In 1741, 

Lomonosov returned to Russia and began to teach chemistry and physics at the Academy.  

Lomonosov established the fundamental law of chemical of substance, which is called the Law of Conservation of 

Mass.  
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Lomonosov founded a new science that we call today physical chemistry. He also studied electrical phenomena in 

atmosphere of the Earth, the nature of light, and designed an improved telescope. Lomonosov considered nature to be in a 

state of constant change and development. Coal, oil, etc. were all formed as a result of evolution.  

Lomonosov was a great scientist. His works in poetry had a great influence on Russian literature. Owing to his 

efforts, the first Russian University was founded in Moscow in 1755. This university bearing his name became the centre of 

knowledge and science in Russia.
